Meat Goats may be any breed or cross, registered or 

unregistered. The purpose of this show is to provide an avenue for meat goat producers to exhibit, young 

showmen to practice the art of showmanship, and compare their animals with others in our area, and to get to 

know one another in a fun, relaxing setting. 

● No Bucks 

● All animals will be subject to veterinary inspection prior to the show. No abscesses, ringworm, sore 

mouth, or other contagious diseases will be allowed. 

● A certificate of veterinary inspection or interstate health certificate that includes a Scrapie Premise ID 

number from your state shall accompany all out-of-state animals.

Age requirements for animals 

a. Meat Breeding Doe Division – Does under 24 months  

b. Market show – Market goats born on or after 12/1/2023 

 

This is a trailer show. There is very little room in the barn to prepare animals, be prepared to set up outside if 

necessary.   

Market goats will be split by weight, and by wether, wether doe, and dairy wether. 

Judge or superintendent will split lots by natural breaks in weights. 

All Animals should be fitted for the show.  No Dairy Goat show. 

FEES:  $5/Animal 

CLASSES: 

Class 1–Does: Percentage/Fullblood (Registered) 

Class 2-Does: Commercial 

Class 3-Dairy Market Goat 

Class 4- Meat Market Goat (Doe) 

Class 5-Meat Market Goat (altered Male) 

 

Please look closely for the Classes, Lots, and Ages have changed from last year. 

Breeding Doe LOTS: 

1. Junior meat breeding doe kid     Mar 1, 2024 – to present 

2. Senior meat breeding doe kid     Dec 1, 2023 – Feb 29, 2024 

3. Fall yearling meat breeding doe (never kidded)   June 1, 2023 – Nov 30, 2023 

4. Junior yearling meat breeding doe (never kidded)   March 1, 2023 – May 31, 2023 

5. Senior yearling meat breeding doe (never kidded)   Dec 1, 2022 – Feb 28, 2023 

  

Show Order will be Breeding Does, Dairy Wether, Market Doe, and Market Wethers. No Showmanship 

 

There will be a Champion and Reserve for each class; with Banners given for overall Breeding Doe and Overall
